MAKING THE DECISION | So…just what IS the State Officer Leadership Program all about?  How does it fit 

into your already busy life? Is it the right fit for you? Here are answers to some of the most frequently asked 

questions:  

 

What do State Officers do?  

The year kicks off soon after you are announced as a State Officer at the State Conference! In the weeks 

following, State Officers will virtually join the New State Officer Orientation (March 18, 2025) with a parent or 

guardian. Then in the spring, the team meets for the State Officer Leadership Training – here you’ll learn from 

leadership experts, create action plans, set goals, and create a Program of Leadership for the year. The team 

meets 2 times per month via online video conferencing to receive updates, collaborate, and learn about 

leadership. At Washington DECA conferences, State Officers take on conference hosting responsibilities 

throughout the conference and onstage.  

 

What type of skills do State Officers learn?  

While the State Officer Leadership Program concentrates on the development of leadership skills and 

experience, there are countless skills that State Officers develop along the way:  

 Public Speaking     Business Etiquette     Time Management   

 Servant Leadership    Social Media Training     Personal Accountability  

 Human Relations     Communications       Project Management  

 Civic Stewardship     Professional Presentation     …and many more  

 

How much time commitment is necessary?  

Most State Presidents devote an average of 10-12 hours a week to prepare for events, manage their duties 

and responsibilities, and work closely with the State Officer Coach to plan meetings. You can expect your time 

commitment to increase prior to conferences and events, and in the beginning of the school year as you are 

setting up chapter visits, and executing your Program of Leadership. We think of the time commitment as the 

same as taking another class (which would include attending class each day, completing homework, 

collaborating with others, and preparing for projects and tests). 

 

Can State Officers do other extracurricular activities/sports or have a job outside of school?  

A State Officer position is best suited to someone who wants to further their DECA career and make DECA 

their top priority. Washington DECA takes pride in the success of the State Officer Program and individual 

State Officer development, but those achievements come with the State Officer’s understanding that their 

priority list year-round is: Faith, family, education, then DECA, in that order. Past State Officers have certainly 

held part-time jobs, competed at state-level athletics, or balanced other school government or after-school 

activities along with performing at their best for Washington DECA. There are times when your State Officer 

duties may interfere with other activities. It is important to be aware of the dates and commitments to attend 

the mandatory events listed on SO Form B. 

  

Can you balance State Officer duties with a full IB or AP course load?  

We have had several State Officers who have balanced the duties of their position with a full IB or AP course 

load at school. Time management, communication, organization and a full understanding of your State Officer 

obligations is key to success.  
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When do State Officers meet?   

The following events are mandatory for State Officers:  

  

Meetings/Trainings   

 New State Officer Orientation (virtual, March 11, 2026) 

 State Officer Leadership Training (SOLT, mid-to-late May or early June) 

 Chapter Leadership Training Sessions (virtual in September) 

 Winter Officer Leadership Retreat (WOLT, December or January) 

 State ICDC Meeting (April)  

 Virtual State Officer Team Meetings (1-2x per month) 

 

Conferences  

 Fall Learning Conference (FLC) (November 8-10, 2026) 

 The State Officer’s Area Conference (December 2026 or January 2027) 

 State Career Development Conference (SCDC) (February 25-27, 2027) 

 International Career Development Conference (ICDC) (April 17-20, 2027 | Anaheim, CA) 

 

Other events are optional, but highly encouraged. These events will be released during the Officer’s term. 

 

Is there a cost involved?   

The State Officer Leadership Program has been training tomorrow’s leaders for more than 78 years, and 

Washington DECA is committed to keeping the financial investment in program participation at a manageable 

level. Conference costs, lodging, meals, transportation, speaker fees, and training/activity costs are partially 

subsidized by Washington DECA and Chapters. While the total cost of the program is over $6,000, the State 

Officer and their family is responsible for the following:   

 Wardrobe/Uniform ($350) 

 Local travel to events/meetings/conferences (for Officers local to conference venues)  

 Sightseeing and ground transportation if attending the Emerging Leader Summit (optional) 

 ICDC travel and conference registration (coordinate with your local chapter)

What traits make a great State Officer?  

 Drive to succeed (DECA State Officers are as successful as they choose to be)  

 Dedication to duty 

 Personable and open-minded 

 Positive and enthusiastic 

 Eager to learn 
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Ultimately, the decision to run is yours to make, but we advise candidates to speak with two key groups 

before deciding to run for office:    

  

1. Your Support Network  

First, secure your support network; discuss it with friends, family, and your DECA Advisor – they will 

be valuable allies. Make sure they understand the commitment you are preparing to make and that they are 

informed about how they can support you if you are selected to serve.    

 

2. Current State President  

Don’t forget to email your current State President too – they are waiting to hear from you and eager to 

share their experiences so you can be fully prepared.  Their contact information is available at 

www.wadeca.org/state-officers.

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State President Role 

The State President serves as the student leader and voice for the members across Washington state. 
This role requires strong leadership and time management skills along with great communication and 
people skills.  
  

The State President is a seasoned DECA member who has the desire to inspire and motivate others. 
They lead the State Officer Team in creating and executing a Program of Leadership, outlining the 
focus areas and goals for the year. They are responsible for supporting their team in achieving these 
goals, as well as motivating all DECA members within the organization. The State President will also be 
called on to represent DECA, speak at events, visit chapters, and lead sessions at Washington DECA 
conferences.  
 

Common activities include managing social media channels, planning and executing projects, 

hosting workshops, being a communication bridge between students and Washington DECA staff 

and board of directors, and recognizing chapter spirit and activities. 

 
 

DECA MISSION-BASED OFFICER POSITIONS  
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The State Officer Leadership Team is the core group of DECA members providing leadership to the Statewide 

organization. To ensure success, the DECA mission-based officer positions provide the defined roles and 

responsibilities needed to support the overall mission and goals of DECA.  

  

 

DECA Mission Statement   

DECA prepares emerging leaders and entrepreneurs for careers in marketing, finance, hospitality, and 

management in high schools and colleges around the globe.    

  

 

Mission-Based Officer Position Descriptions  

There are six (6) mission-based officer positions on the Washington DECA State Leadership Team.  As 

emerging leaders, DECA encourages leadership teams to practice real-world leadership by adopting a structure 

that mirrors business and industry. DECA officer positions are aligned with the DECA mission to ensure that 

each aspect of the mission is represented with great leadership.    

  

Practice the “Entrepreneurial” and “Management” elements of DECA’s Mission 

Statement. Serves as the liaison between the State Officer Leadership Team and the 

Executive Officers of DECA Inc. Establishes vision, management, and organization 

for the team and ensures each State Officer has the training, support, accountability, 

and resources to deliver a powerful DECA experience for every Washington DECA 

member.   

  

Practices the “Emerging Leaders” element of the DECA Mission.  Responsible for 

providing support and leadership to all Statewide noncompetitive event career and 

leadership activities.    

  

Practices the “Careers” element of the DECA mission. Responsible for providing 

support and leadership to Statewide participation, preparation, and performance in 

Competitive Events.    

  

Practices the “Marketing” element of the DECA mission. Responsible for providing 

support and leadership to Statewide membership, branding, and promotional 

campaigns.  

  

Practices the “Finance” element of the DECA Mission. Responsible for providing 

support and leadership on Statewide philanthropy efforts.    

  

Practices the “Hospitality” element of the DECA mission. Responsible for providing 

support and leadership Statewide to the Washington DECA membership and 

connecting members to a welcome, value-filled, fun educational experience through 

outreach efforts.   
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State President Eligibility 

To be eligible to run for State President, applicants must meet the following eligibility requirements. If 

any requirements are not met, the applicant will not be approved to be a candidate for State President.    

 

 Secure support and endorsement from your chapter, advisor, parents, and school. To be a State Officer 

is a commitment that will impact other areas of your life, and so you will want to ensure you have a strong 

support system during your campaign and term of service.    

o Only one candidate from a chapter may run for the State President position. It is required that 

each chapter select their best candidate to run for State President. Advisors should reach out to 

their Area Leader if necessary. 

 

 Attend one Run for State Office Workshop. The virtual workshop will be held four times and interested 

candidates MUST attend a workshop to be considered for State Office. This workshop is led by the 

current State Officer team and will cover the application process, time commitment, and allow you to 

have your questions answered. 

o Tuesday, October 14 | 7:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m. | Zoom 

o Thursday, October 23 | 4:00 p.m. – 5:00 p.m. | Zoom 

o At the Fall Learning Conference on November 4 – you may only attend if your chapter is 

attending FLC 

o Thursday, November 6 | 4:00 p.m. – 5:00 p.m. | Zoom 

o Register here. Registration closes 48 hours prior to the session start time. 

o Required for all Candidates 

 

 Submit a completed State Officer candidate application with all required forms and signatures.  

 

 Pass the 25-question Candidate Test with a 70% or higher. Candidate tests are conducted online on 

the established test dates prior to the election/conference. The test score is not included in the 

weighted score for the candidate election process. 

 

 Only active members of Washington DECA who will continue to be active members throughout their term 

during the school year are eligible for candidacy.  

 

 Transcripts 

o Candidates must provide proof of earning a 3.0 cumulative GPA or higher for the 2024-2025 

school year via an Official Transcript. 

o Candidates must provide a screenshot from their school grading website, of their current grades 

to nicole@wadeca.org, no earlier than two weeks prior to the candidate application deadline, 

and the current grades must reflect a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher.

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State President Selection Elements  

There are five elements considered in the selection of State 

Presidents. Combined scores will be used to select qualified 

candidates as follows:  

  

• 25% Questions | The application response 

questions are judged based on the Question 

Response rubric. Applicants are encouraged to 

concentrate on accuracy, completion, and 

professionalism when answering the questions. 

 

• 20% Solution Proposal | Candidates will be 

provided a DECA scenario and must create a 

proposal addressing their solutions. The presentation 

will be submitted as a video link in a PDF. 

 

• 25% Interview | Interviews are conducted at the State Conference using an interview rubric concentrating 

on five indicators: character, leadership, service, work ethic, teamwork and personal growth.   

 

• 25% Elections | Campaigning and elections take place at the State Conference. 

 

• 5% Application | Measures the completeness, organization, neatness and on-time submission of the 

application.   

 

Advancing to the Election at the State Conference 

After the passing of the test (70% score or higher), review of candidate questions, application completeness and 

solution proposal, qualified candidates for State President will be announced. If there are 5 or more applicants for 

State President candidacy, the top 4 scoring applicants (of questions, application completeness, and solution 

proposal) will be approved for campaign and election. The scoring is calculated by finding the sum of all three 

components. 

 

All applicants for State President candidacy and their advisors will be notified by Washington DECA whether they 

have qualified for the next stages in the process: Campaign, Interview and Election.

All State Officer applicants must submit their completed application at the form on the Run for State 

Office webpage (www.wadeca.org/run-for-office/state-president). If you have any questions regarding the 

application, please contact the Washington DECA State Officer Coach at nicole@wadeca.org.    

  

The full application is judged based on the rubrics at the back of this candidate guide. Applicants are 

encouraged to concentrate on accuracy, completion, and professionalism when preparing their 

application.  

  

WA DECA Candidate Application Instructions  

a. First, print Forms A-G at the end of this Candidate Guide and obtain signatures. Some of the forms 

require signatures from other parties, including parent(s)/guardian(s), local chapter advisor, 

principal, CTE director, and (if applicable) work supervisor.  
 

b. Identify who your proctor will be for the Online Candidate Exam. You need to secure this 

information in advance along with the proctor’s contact information, as it will be requested in the 

Candidate Application. Your proctor can be your advisor. 
 

c. Complete the 5 Voices Assessment and record your top 2 voices. You need to secure this 

information in advance, as it will be requested in the Candidate Application. Your results will not 

impact your application in any way. 
 

d. Create a single-sided, 1-page resume. (Same format as a job application). 

 

e. Obtain two letters of recommendation. The first letter must be from a DECA advisor and the 

second letter can be of your choice (please refrain from providing letters of recommendation from 

family members). Both letters of recommendation need to have an official header for the 

recommender’s profession/or background, and are expected to be no longer than half a page. 

 

f. Provide your grades. 

a. Candidates must provide proof of earning a 3.0 cumulative GPA or higher for the 2024-2025 

school year via an Official Transcript. 

b. Candidates must provide a screenshot from their school grading website, of their current 

grades to nicole@wadeca.org, no earlier than two weeks prior to the candidate application 

deadline, and the current grades must reflect a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher. The 

screenshot must include the current date (usually shown in the corner of the screen). 
 

g. Answer the Candidate Questions on Form Z. (Typed responses).  

 

h. Review the scenario for the Solution Proposal on Form Y. (Video link submission).

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i. Forms A-G, your resume, official high school transcript, letters of recommendation, and responses 

to Candidate Questions (Form Z), must be uploaded to the Candidate Application as PDF files. 

The Solution Proposal video should be 

submitted in the online Candidate Application as a video link inserted into a PDF file (simply open 

a word document, paste the video URL link into the word document, and export as a PDF).

Recommendations  

It is recommended that you complete the application well in advance of the application deadline to avoid 

missing your deadline, as late applications will not be accepted after the deadline. Required signatures 

may take over a week to obtain, so plan ahead and inform the involved parties ahead of time to give them 

ample time to review the documents and provide approval and signatures.    

  

Deadline 

Applications for position of the State President should be submitted online by 5:00 p.m. PST on January 

18, 2026 through the online application form at www.wadeca.org/run-for-office/state-president.  

  

 

STEP 5:  
Complete the Candidate Exam through Online Testing (online) 

   

The test has 25 objective questions (multiple choice, true/false, matching) covering general DECA 

knowledge, the Code of Conduct, and the Washington DECA organization. A test study guide will be 

posted to the Washington DECA website at www.wadeca.org/run-for-office/state-president. Candidates 

will have 30 minutes to complete the exam. 

  

For the test, you are responsible for securing your own proctor to administer your online test. Failure to 

complete the test may result in disqualification. Information regarding access to the test will be sent to your 

local chapter advisor and your proctor should coordinate with your advisor to obtain this information.   

The test must be passed with 70% or higher to be an approved candidate. The test is 25 questions long 

and each question is worth one point each.  

 

Dates  

 Now – Secure and schedule a proctor to administer your test on the testing dates. Share this 

information with your local chapter advisor. Advisors may serve as proctors. Get your DECA 

Membership ID number, as that will be your login. 

 Before January 23 – Local chapter advisor will receive testing information and provide this 

information to your proctor.

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STEP 6:  
Approved Candidate Notification 

 

After review of application, solution proposal, and passing of the test, qualified candidates for State President 

will be announced. If there are 5 or more applicants for State President candidacy, the top 4 scoring 

applicants will be approved for campaign and election. The scoring is calculated by finding the average 

between the solution proposal score and application score. 

 

All applicants for State President candidacy and their advisors will be notified by Washington DECA whether 

they have qualified for the next stages in the process: Campaign, Interview and Election. 

 February 3, 2026 | Applicants and their advisors receive notification of approved candidates   

 

 

STEP 7:  
State President Virtual Voting Delegate Question + Answer Session 

 

As an approved candidate, candidates may only engage in official campaign activities at SCDC, unless 

otherwise asked by the state. Any campaign activities (virtual, digital or in-person) outside of the 

opportunities provided are not allowed. If selected for campaign, interview and election, the only time in 

which candidates may publicly appear and declare their run for State President is during the Washington 

DECA State President Virtual Voting Delegate Question + Answer Sessions. The session date will be 

Tuesday, February 18, 2026, time TBA. Candidates must attend. 

 

Candidates will be asked a series of questions by the State President during this session. Those questions 

will be not be released ahead of time. 

 

 

STEP 8:  
State Career Development Conference 

 

As an approved candidate at SCDC, candidates may only engage in official campaign activities at SCDC. 

Any campaign activities outside of the opportunities provided are not allowed. If selected for campaign, 

interview and election, a separate email will contain information regarding the deliverables below. 

1. Candidate Questionnaire & Headshot. Candidates submit this in advance and the information 
will be posted on the Washington DECA website and social media platforms upon the start of the 
conference.  

2. Campaign Poster. Candidates will create a campaign poster within the provided guidelines. This 
poster will be on display during the conference.  
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3. Campaign Handout. Candidates may distribute a campaign handout during SCDC. The handout 
must be approved by the State Officer Leadership Coach prior to the conference. 

4. Candidate Interview. Candidates will engage in a 10-15 minute interview with select members of 
the Washington DECA community, including board members, staff, former state officers, and 
alumni.  

5. Candidate Speeches. Candidates will be introduced at the Opening Session where they will 
deliver a campaign speech (maximum of 2 minutes).  

 

  

STEP 9:  
Elections and State President Selected! 

 

Voting will take place during SCDC. To determine the candidate’s score for the election portion: 

 The elections manager will determine the percentage of total votes earned by each candidate. (This 

is calculated by taking the Number of Votes for a Given Candidate divided by Total Number of 

Completed Ballots). 

 A total of 25 points are available for all candidates. Based on the percentage of total votes earned, 

this will determine what percentage of the 25 points the candidate will receive. (This is calculated by 

taking the Percentage of Total Votes Earned multiplied by 25 points). 

 

The delegate vote makes up 25% of the candidate’s overall score. Where only a single candidate is running 

for election, that candidate must achieve at least 51% of the vote from the ballots and a no confidence option 

must be provided on the ballot. 

 

The candidate who receives the highest combined score on the application and candidate questions, solution 

proposal, interview, and delegate vote will be elected State President. The winner of the State President 

position will be announced at the Closing Awards Ceremony.  

 

 

STEP 10:  
Term of Office 

 

Please note that if you are State President candidate, you will need to be in attendance at the State 

Conference during day 1 rehearsals (with a chaperone) and the Awards Session on day 3 for stage 

rehearsals and during the live program. For day 3, the State Officer Coach will coordinate your transportation 

if you are housed in the Washington DECA hotel block during SCDC, otherwise your parent/guardian will 

need to provide transportation to the Meydenbauer Center for day 1 and 3. 

 

The term of office for ALL State Officers begins immediately after the conclusion of the State Career 

Development Conference, and they will serve simultaneously with the outgoing team in an apprenticeship 
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capacity. Following the next State Career Development Conference, they will assume the role of a mentor for 

the incoming State Officer Leadership Team and will serve as State Officers until the conclusion of the next 

State Officer Leadership Training. 

  

Although State President-elects are officially in their roles as a State Officer, they may only work with their 

State President and State Officer Leadership Coach during the orientation/transition period. They should not 

engage in commentary that leads members to take action, until notified by a WA DECA staff member. 

 

Program of Leadership 

After the New Officer Orientation, the State Officer Coach will have several virtual meetings with the 

incoming team to start diving into what it means to represent Washington DECA, and how you can bring 

change to our state membership through projects and initiatives called: The Program of Leadership (POL). 

Before ICDC, you will work with your mission team to fully brainstorm your POL initiative ideas, so that during 

the SOLT, you can formally present your proposed ideas to our staff. Meetings will take place in the 

evenings between March 11 to April 21 to ensure planning can conclude prior to ICDC and AP/IB 

testing. After AP/IB testing, we will resume with all things in the State Officer world.

CAMPAIGNING GUIDELINES AND REGULATIONS 
 
Prior to SCDC  
No campaigning is allowed prior to SCDC. Campaigning outside of your local DECA chapter prior to SCDC is NOT 
allowed. This includes any social media, websites, chapter visits, emails, phone calls, etc., unless approved by 
Washington DECA. 
 
Social Media Use  
Candidates may not purposely campaign outside of their own local chapter prior to being announced as an official 
candidate at the State Career Development Conference. This includes sharing information about your candidacy on 
social media platforms prior to SCDC. Social media activity related to your campaign is NOT PERMITTED until Opening 
Session concludes during SCDC.  
 
Also, candidates may not launch any social media campaign activities that incur expenses for the campaign. For 
example, using the free-of-charge features of social media platforms is allowed. Launching campaign websites, 
providing online giveaways, and/or paying for social media advertisements is NOT ALLOWED. Social network channels 
need to be monitored so as not to become a forum for debate on your campaign.  
 
Candidate Questionnaire & Headshot  
Each candidate will complete a questionnaire with campaign short-answer questions and submit a high-resolution 

photo/headshot in DECA professional attire. Answers to the campaign questions and candidate photo will be published 

on the Washington DECA website. The questionnaire must be completed and submitted to Washington DECA no 

later than February 12, 2026. Approved candidates will be provided with an online link upon notification of candidacy 

where they can submit these materials. 

 

One (1) Campaign Poster  
Each candidate is allowed to design and decorate a maximum 2x3-foot (24”x36”) poster to display in the Meydenbauer 
Foyer. Science poster boards or cork bulletin boards will not be accepted. This poster must be turned in during the 
Candidate Interview on Day 1 of the conference. No edits may be made to the poster after this time. Candidates may 
spend up to $100 on the production of the poster and expenditures must be documented on the Campaign Budget.  
 
One (1) Printed Handout  
Candidates will be allowed one (1) item type of printed material (brochures, flyers, cards) to hand out. A schedule for 

when and to who you can distribute your printed materials, will be available at a later date. A sample handout will need 

to be provided no later than February 17, 2026 for approval. Any alterations to your handout after February 17 may 

result in disqualification. The digital handout will be posted to our State President Candidate webpage during SCDC. 

 

The following are unacceptable items to incorporate as part of the campaign and/or handout: 

 Candidate t-shirts or wearable merchandise (even if your peers are wearing them) 

 Distribution of any food or beverage items (candy, popcorn, water, etc.)  

 Stickers  

 No giveaways of monetary value (includes fair-market value of “donated items”)  
 A LinkTree, or any site or QR code that provides access to more candidate work, achievements, etc. 

 

Candidate Interview  
Candidates will participate in an in-person interview at the State Career Development Conference. The interview 
representatives may consist of the current or past state officers, chapter advisors, board members, and/or business and 
community leaders. Interviews will be approximately 10-12 minutes in length. Before the conference, you will receive an 
appointment time for an interview at the State Career Development Conference. Failure to attend the interview may 
result in immediate disqualification.

Candidates should bring the following items to turn in at their interview:  
 

 Campaign Poster. Once submitted, the poster will be put on display at the conference and no edits to the 
poster can be made. 

 Sample Campaign Handout. If the candidate chooses to make a campaign handout, the handout must be 
approved by the date above. 

 Campaign Budget. Each candidate should prepare a listing of ALL campaign expenditures and revenues, 
including in-kind donations listed at fair market value.  

 
The interview makes up 25% of the overall score for a State President candidate. The interviews are judged based on 
the interview rubric (see Appendix 2 for interview rubric). Interviewers are encouraged to concentrate on their poise, 
conduct, sincerity, and overall impression at the interview.  
 
Candidate Speeches at Opening Session  
Candidates will be introduced on Day 1 of the conference at the Opening Session. They will also deliver a speech. 
Speeches should be no longer than 2 minutes. Candidates will be requested to attend a rehearsal with the production 
company to prepare for their time on stage, on Day 1 of the conference. The candidate is responsible for finding 
transportation to the rehearsal if their chapter is not arriving to SCDC by the rehearsal time. (Generally the rehearsal 
time is before 3 p.m.). Only candidates may participate in the speech (no additional speakers/presenters on behalf of 
the candidate will be allowed).  
 
Other General Campaigning Rules and Guidelines  

 Candidates or candidate representatives are not permitted to actively campaign in any areas of the conference, 
including all hotels, shuttles or other properties.  

 Additional correspondence sent from the Washington DECA office will officially become addenda to these rules.  

 Any candidate who violates the Conduct Code and/or Rules of Candidacy set forth by Washington DECA will be 
brought before a committee to be considered for disqualification. This committee will consist of the Election 
Supervisor, the Executive Director, State Officer Coach and one or more members of the Management Team.  

 Washington DECA prides itself on conducting fair and equitable elections. If a candidate has questions about 
the rules laid out in this guide, they should contact Washington DECA immediately to gain clarification and 
prevent later issues.  

 
Any negative material or content about other candidates will NOT be tolerated and will be immediately 
addressed by Washington DECA. 
 

Misconduct prior to and during the State Career Development Conference  
Misconduct by candidates, as described in this guide, will be brought to the attention of the Washington DECA Elections 
Supervisor who will discuss the misconduct immediately with the candidate in question. If the candidate is in violation of 
the rules, they will be asked to rectify the situation. If the infraction cannot be rectified, the Elections Supervisor and the 
Executive Director will disqualify the candidate.  
 
Misconduct following the announcement of election results  
Misconduct by candidates, which is discovered after the close of the State Career Development Conference, will be 
immediately brought to the attention of the Washington DECA Elections Supervisor who will begin the following process 
under the supervision of the Executive Director:  

1. Gather list of all involved persons (candidates, advisors, parents, etc.)  

2. Conduct independent interviews (in-person or via phone) with involved individuals  

3. Present findings to the Executive Director and jointly decide action based on an assessment of the misconduct 
in question  
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Voting Procedures  

1. Voting delegates will have the opportunity learn about and connect with candidates through the following:  

a. Opening Session Speeches on Day One  

b. “About the Candidate” feature on Washington DECA website and social media  

c. Question and Answer Session virtually prior to State Conference  

d. Campaigning on Day 2 of the State Conference in a designated space within the conference venue 

2. Voting will take place at the State Career Development Conference on Day 2 of the conference. Voting 
delegates should follow the instructions in the conference program to cast their vote.  

3. Voting delegates are based on the allocation for each school as determined by Washington DECA. Washington 
DECA determines voting allocations based on chapter membership size. 

4. Voting delegates are encouraged to obtain feedback from their non-voting chapter members and to take their 
input in consideration when casting their vote on behalf of their chapter.  

5. Only DECA members who are registered for the conference are eligible to be voting delegates. Chapter 
advisors or persons acting in a chapter advisor capacity are not allowed to participate in the voting.  

6. A secret ballot vote will be taken during the times listed in the conference program. The ballot will contain the 
names of each candidate running for State President. Each delegate will only be allowed to cast one vote for 
one candidate.  

7. The newly elected State President will be announced and installed at the Awards Session on Day 3 of SCDC.  

 

Candidate Appeal Process  

Candidates may appeal decisions made by the Elections Supervisor and Executive Director in either case above. The 
process for candidate appeals is as follows:  

1. Turn over initial information used as formation of original decision to the Washington DECA Management Team  

2. Management Team will review information and assign one member to conduct independent 
interviews/investigations as necessary  

3. Management Team representative may ask for additional information from involved individuals or outside 
observers  

4. After information is gathered, the Management Team – being the executors of Washington DECA’s conduct 
polices – will render a final decision and send that in written form to all involved parties.  

 
The decisions made by Washington DECA at any point during the misconduct or appeals processes are final. 
By signing and submitting the candidate application forms, the candidate agrees to abide by all decisions made by 
Washington DECA and forfeit all right to take professional action against Washington DECA.

The school district/school assumes responsibility for any damage, accidental or otherwise, that is 

caused by a member of their school/district delegation at a DECA event. Chapter Advisor represents and 

warrants to Washington DECA that Chapter Advisor has the express authority to bind Delegate’s school district 

and school to this provision, and such school district and school are hereby bound. 

 

1. Conference Attendance: Delegates are to always wear the supplied Conference ID badge, from arrival at the 
Conference until departure at the end of the Conference. Delegates are to attend all general sessions and assigned 
activities (including workshops, competitive events, general sessions, etc.) for which a participant is registered 
(unless permission from advisor). 

2. Curfew: Delegates are to be in their assigned hotel room from the curfew time designated in the Conference 
program until 6 a.m.; Delegates should not cause any noise or other disturbance audible from the hallway or 
another guest room after the designated curfew time; Delegates will not make room-to-room telephone calls after 
the designated curfew time; Delegates will not order or have delivered any food after the designated curfew time;

DECA. 

8. Willful Companionship: Being in the willful companionship of someone who violates any portion of the Code of 
Conduct or failing to report any direct knowledge (other than hearsay) of the violations shall be considered a Code 
of Conduct violation. 

9. School Code Violations: Delegates shall not violate the conduct code of the school district or school that the 
delegate represents. 

10. Abusive Behavior and Lewd Conduct: A delegate shall not engage in any lewd, indecent, sexual, or obscene act or 
expression. A delegate shall not engage in verbal, physical or sexual harassment, hazing, or name-calling. The use 
of slurs against any person, including but not limited to slurs used against a person based on race, color, creed, 
national origin, ancestry, age, sex, sexual orientation, or disability is prohibited. This includes harassment or 
abusive conduct using a mobile device or computer. 

11. Health and Safety Protocols: Delegates will abide by posted health and safety protocols for each conference which 
may include but not limited to; mandatory masks, no handshakes or other personal contact, practicing good 
hygiene, maintain social distancing, notifying advisor or Washington DECA staff if you are feeling sick. Delegates: 
By signing the DECA Delegate Permission, Release, and Code of Conduct Form A, I confirm that I have read and 
agree to abide by the Washington DECA Code of Conduct. 

12. Additional Conduct Requirements for State Officers: Failing to represent Washington DECA and the DECA brand, 
including any conduct that, as determined by Washington DECA Executive Director or the Executive Director’s 
designee in their sole discretion, demonstrates unprofessional and/or unethical behavior, or misrepresents the 
organization in any way. Failing to follow through on state officer commitments and directives, including meeting 
attendance, conference attendance, and fulfilling the Program of Leadership and related responsibilities, shall also 
constitute a violation of this Section 14.

• Complete 1 unique and innovative community service project. 

 

You are tasked with creating a proposal for each of their goals, providing ideas for how the chapter can 

accomplish them. The chapter’s budget for the year is $500. This is the chapter’s second year. Your 

proposal solutions should build off activities and events you already see happening in DECA chapters, but 

have your own creative spin on them. Your solutions can involve the five-person chapter officer team 

(president, VP of hospitality, VP of marketing, VP of finance, VP of career development), chapter members, 

the community, advisors, your school, or other clubs at school.  

 

Please demonstrate the following in your pitch deck: 

1. Description of your solution for each goal. 

2. Step-by-step how the chapter should execute your solution.  

3. Any additional information needed to convey your proposal. 

4. Any additional reasoning for why these solutions will aid the chapter’s goal, and/or what the chapter 

should do to achieve the most success. 

 

Pitch deck is limited to 14 total slides and video presentation is limited to 3 total minutes in length. Your 

proposal will be measured on: 

1. Innovation of your solutions – think 

creatively, but feasible. 

2. Ability to clearly detail your solutions. 

3. Feasibility of the solutions, given the 

details of the chapter. 

4. Providing a solution to all three goals.

Your camera must be turned on 

and in the video recording, during your 

presentation.
